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Gargantuans of Experience
Lionel Smith AFSM

I was warned when I went to interview this accomplished 
firefighting gentleman of Kenthurst, he is a multi-talented 
soul! I was still shocked!

Nestled next to ‘nearly’ National Park in Kenthurst lives 
Lionel Smith, 17 years retired but doing more than many 
men half his age. “Do you realise the RFS attends fires over 
90% Of NSW?” he greets me, when I mention I have visited 
the Metropolitan Fire and Rescue Headquarters in the city.  

Kenthurst RFB recently realised 75 years of service. Guess 
who calmly called up the printer of his beloved Mercedes 
magazine, of which he used to be editor, for advice to layout 
the 32 page colour history book? “No not PageMaker” they 
said, so Lionel sat down and learned the industry standard 
software to compose the entire tome. Remarkable! 

“What do you think of Windows 10 he asks?” 

Being ‘computerate’, he is president of the Computer Pals 
for Seniors group and was instrumental in updating them 
from hand-me-downs to up to the minute technology. 
Brilliant! We are a long way from Windows 95 today! (Kids - 
ask your parents!)

Lionel Smith is one of the amazingly experienced ‘head’ 
honchos of the Kenthurst Fire Brigade. With many many 
years of service under his belt, beginning in Oakville in 
1946, he tells of brake drum and hammer alarms passed on 
smoke signal style by neighbours and farmers, they then 
turning up to fight fires in bare feet and shorts. “But they 
had feet so tough they couldn’t get burnt!” he jokes. Lionel 
left there to build his current Kenthurst home and begin life 
with the lovely Gwen.

 In the 1970s pagers revolutionised the communication 
systems. “No radio!” Today, SMS alerts also summon 
volunteer firefighters to action. Firefighting has come a 
long long way.

Cluster subdivision is slowly progressing, but the progress 
with emergency services with firefighting since Lionel 
has been on the scene has been phenomenal. As a Group 
officer and then Deputy Fire Control Officer in the 60s, 
fires were fought with a no formal training, nor uniforms 
and very little equipment; with vehicles being converted 
military blitz 4 x 4 and 2 ½ ton trucks. As Hills Fire Control 
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written by Louise Smithers
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with 6-700 volunteers assisting in MVA (motor vehicle accidents) 
hazard reduction and house fires, he was assisting at the time of 
the legendary Phil Koperberg, so instrumental in bringing fire 
funding and control under a coordinated emergency services 
umbrella. 

Extensive research led to Lionel inventing the 
‘Quenchmaster’ foam dispensing system, the size of a book, 
manufacturing it himself between 1994-8, which transformed 
the problematical use of foam in tankers. Training is now 
mandatory and comprehensive and equipment is superbly 
engineered to make the job quicker, more effective and safe. 
Upon retiring, Lionel restored a beloved classic Mercedes 
Coupe, his wife’s pride to drive, but deemed too precious to 
deck the supermarket car park now. His skills have no bottom. 

Kenthurst now has evolved from a farming community to a 
lot of local residents with businesses or who commute to work. 

Still zoned ‘rural’ except for the village itself not too much has 
changed to the eye. “The people are good,” he says. “I have a great 
community, even in my street, and look forward to the annual 
Christmas street party.” 

These days Lionel desists from active frontline firefighting, 
giving his energies to training, hazard reduction and mentoring 
new members. They have a lot to learn and look up to! 

And what does he want to do next? “Stay alive!” is his retort. “I 
have no idea how. Keep active, eat good food and don’t smoke!” 

So when the sleepy rural atmosphere of Kenthurst is rent by a 
full-blown fire emergency, like the 2002 inferno, these stalwart 
prepared forces are here to pull disaster back from our lives! 
Salute these lads and lasses, volunteers, families, fundraisers, all. 
We are blessed…

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Our Beginning…
Piet and Lisa and two daughters aged seven and five came on the 

Dutch migrant ship “Johann Van Oldenbarnveld” on the 5 September 
1950. The ship was used as a troop ship that transported Dutch 
soldiers to Indonesia.  Lisa writes that the ship had no cabins at the 
time.  Men slept in one dormitory whilst women and children were 
in another. There were not many passengers on board as it was a trial 
run for the ship but the food and trip was good. 

The ship arrived in Sydney mid-November  1950 where the 
passengers disembarked. After gathering information Lisa and 
family boarded a train bound for Bathurst where they were placed 
in a former army base now used as a migrant camp and given five 
blankets.  The food was good and the children Tina and Marlies got 
special food.  

After a little while another shipload of migrants came and 
Lisa and family were transferred and went to Broadmeadows, 
Newcastle where they again boarded buses and were taken to a 
new hostel between Nelson Bay and Shoal Bay.  The new hostel 
had Nissan huts and they were provided with two rooms. There 
was a little beach which was so nice.  The rent was a pound a 
week for food and accommodation.  After a few months or more 
we rented a little cottage for two pound a week.

Lisa goes on to say that that she had read in a Dutch magazine 
in 1949 of the CWA so whilst at Shoal Bay she decided to join the 
organisation along with Ivy an Australian neighbour. The meetings 
were held in a room in a building owned by the Navy. 

“The CWA held a birthday party in the local picture theatre at 
which a famous Australian soprano was the guest artist. To get to 
the party, we travelled in a little truck owned by Ivy’s brother-in-
law.  Ivy sat next to the driver, whilst I sat in the open back on a 

little seat.  We had also gone once to the movies the same way. We 
lived there for two years”.

“When Marlies had to go to school we went to Nelson Bay.  When 
we enrolled Marlies we were told that there was a school at the 
hostel. Piet said that ‘we came to mix’ and after a few phone calls 
she was allowed to stay.  Luckily some friends from the ship had 
rented a house at Nelson Bay and they told us that she could stay 
with them before school.”

“Later Piet bought a block of land at Warners Bay and we bought a 
big American army tent to live in as he was going to build a house for 
us.  He built a floor on stilts and placed the tent on the floor. We had to 
use steps to get to the floor and enter the tent. We also had to build an 
outside toilet so that we could get the power connected.   Piet built a 
double brick two bedroom home. That was our beginning.”

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The Industrial Treasure Island of Sydney Harbour
Colonial Governors Sir George Gipps (1838-46) and Sir Charles 

Augustus Fitz Roy (1846-55) developed Cockatoo Island, the largest 
in Sydney Harbour, into a valuable boat building and repair centre.

Convicts from Norfolk Island were removed from that settlement 
in 1840 to begin building on Cockatoo Island. High quality 
sandstone building blocks were quarried from the northern side 
of the island with gunpowder charges being used to bring down 
portions of the cliff. The explosions were eagerly watched by 
spectators on the Balmain peninsula, many of whom expected the 
island to disappear beneath the waters of Port Jackson.

Two docks were created on the eastern side of the island and 
ship-building slipways on the western side during the nineteenth 
and early twentieth century. The first modern warship was built in 
1912 from steel sent from Britain.

You can easily visit Cockatoo Island, a fascinating shipping 
museum.

World War II created the need for a large workforce which 
ultimately serviced over a thousand ships. Cockatoo Island became 
the Commonwealth Naval Dockyard where Navy destroyers, 
Voyager and Vampire, were built and the T-Class and O-Class 
submarines were refitted. In 1979, the contract to build HMAS 
Success was signed and although it was the largest naval vessel 
built in Australia it was destined to be the last one built on the 
island. The Commonwealth Government decided to close the 
dockyard in 1992 with much of the machinery sold and buildings 
and wharves demolished. The Sydney Harbour Federation Trust 
now administers the island and invites you to come and visit by 
catching a Sydney Ferry from Circular Quay.

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Your Health is your Wealth: Oral Health
What is oral health?

Oral health is multifaceted and includes 
the ability to speak, smile, smell, taste, 
touch, chew, swallow, and convey a range 
of emotions through facial expressions 
with confidence and without pain, 
discomfort, and disease of the craniofacial 
complex.

On the whole, oral health has improved in 
Australia over recent decades, particularly 
in response to fluoride being added to water 
supplies from the 1950s. Recent trends, 
however, suggest that changes in diet and 
behaviour—such as increased consumption 
of bottled water, sports drinks and soft 
drinks—may be having some negative 
impacts on oral health.
What is the condition of our teeth?

Poor childhood oral health is a strong predictor of poor adult oral 
health. After falling steadily since the 1970s, rates of tooth decay in 
children slowly rose from the late 1990s onwards

Data from examination of children’s teeth at public dental clinics 
in 6 Australian states and territories showed that:

• �More than half of children aged 6 had experienced decay in their 
baby teeth

• �Almost half of children aged 12 had experienced decay in their 
permanent teeth

• �On average, every child aged 15 had at least 1 filled permanent 
tooth, and at least 1 other with untreated decay.

Oral care for adults

• �Use a small, soft toothbrush to clean your teeth and gums 
morning and night to remove plaque

• Brush your teeth and gums 

• �Use adult fluoride toothpaste. After brushing, spit the toothpaste 
out but don’t rinse.

• �Thorough brushing with either a manual or electric toothbrush 
should take around two minutes.

• Replace your toothbrush every three months.

• �Choose healthy snacks between meals such as fruit, vegetables, 
nuts, reduced salt crackers and reduced fat dairy foods such as 
plain yoghurt and cheese.

• Limit soft drinks, energy drinks, cordial and juices.

• Plain tap water is the best drink for your teeth.

• �Try chewing sugar free gum between meals to stimulate saliva, 
which will help protect teeth from tooth decay.

• Avoid drinking too much coffee.

• �Antibacterial mouthwashes (available from your Chemist) may 
also help fight plaque and bacteria. Talk to your dentist first to 
see if mouthwash is right for you.

• Have regular dental check-ups.

• �If you are a smoker, think about cutting down or quitting and 
give your teeth and gums a healthy chance.

Oral care during pregnancy

• �You may be more susceptible to gum problems (bleeding and 
tenderness). Gently brush your gums when you brush your 
teeth.  

• �If you gag when brushing, try later in the morning when the gag 
reflex may not be as strong.

• A smaller brush might be helpful for the back teeth.

• �You may experience pregnancy sickness or gastric reflux – rinse 
your mouth with water after vomiting.

• �Try not to brush your teeth for 30 minutes after vomiting – this 
will give the enamel time to recover from the acid attack.

• �Visit your dentist in early pregnancy to have your teeth and 
gums checked. Don’t forget to mention you’re pregnant.

• �There is no truth to the old wives tale that ‘a tooth is lost with 
every pregnancy’.

• �Your baby’s teeth start developing in the first three months of 
pregnancy.

• �Once your baby is born, decay causing germs may be transferred 
from mother to child. Avoid sharing spoons with your child. 
Information is available to give your child’s teeth a healthy start

Should I use mouth wash before or after I brush my teeth?

If you brush your teeth with a fluoride toothpaste, don’t use a 
mouth rinse afterward because it will wash away the concentrated 
fluoride in the toothpaste left on your teeth. According to the 
American Dental Association, it doesn’t matter whether you use 
mouthwash before or after brushing. Both are equally effective. 
Is it better to floss before or after brushing?

The sequence makes no difference as long as you do a thorough 
job. Brushing and flossing is the best way to remove decay-causing 
plaque from your teeth and help maintain optimal oral health. 
Choose a toothbrush that feels comfortable in your hand and in 
your mouth, and use it twice a day. Flossing could be done easily 
now by using water pressure flosser.
